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1913-1921

On the origins of World War I, the best summary of various factors
and interpretacions is offered by James Jolb, The Origins of the First
Worid War (London, 1284). On United States newutraliey during
1914 -17, the standard work is Ernest R. May, The World War and
American Isolarion (Cambridge, Mass., 1959). There is a voluminous
amount of writings cen President Woodrow Wilson's diplomacy both
during the period of neutrality and afrer the decision for war. The
most detailed and reliable study is the mulrivolume biography by
Arthur S, Link, of which two volumes are particularly relevant:
Wilson: The Struggle for Neutrality (Princeton, 1960), and Wilion:
Campaigns for Progresiivism and Peace (Princeton, 1963). For a more
compact survey, see Robert H. Ferrell, Woodrowe Wilson and Worid
Wear I (New York, 1985). An extremely interesting contrast between
Wilson and former president Theodore Roosevele is drawn in John
Milton Cooper, The Warrior and the Priest (New York, 1983). See also
the same author’s The Vanity of Power (Westport, Conn., 1969) for a
discussion of antiintervenrionism during the war. _
Perhaps the most influential interpretarion of Wilsonian foreign
policy in peace and war has been offered by N. Gordon Levin,
Whoodrotw Wilion and Werld Politicc (New York, 1968), which places
Wilsonianism squarely in the middle between traditional power
politics and Bolshevik radicalism. The best analysis of Wilson's
struggle o go beyond rtraditional patterns of diplomacy is Frederick
Calhoun, Power and Principle (Kent, Ohio, 1986). The relationship
between Wilsonianism and Leninism is given furcher elaboration in
such works as Klaus Schwabe, The Wirld Wiar, Revolutionary Germany,
and Peacemaking (Chapel Hill, 1985}, Artno Mayer, Politics and Diplo-
macy of Peacemaking (New York, 1967); and John M. Thoempson,
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Rrussia, Bolrbeviim, and the Versailles Peace (Princeton, 1967). On
America’s expedition to Siberia, the most auchoritative historian has
been George F. Kennan. Sce his Russia Leaves the War (Princeton,
1956) and The Decision to Intervene (Princeton, 1958). The Siberian
intervention is put in the framework of American relarions with the
Czechs and wartime developments in Centeral Europe in Betry Miller
Unterberger's massive The United States, Revolutionary Russia, and the
Making of Czechoilovakia (Chapel Hill, 1989).

There are many accounts of American relations with specific
countries and regions of the world in che era of World War I. Anglo-
American relations are treated extensively in such works as Lloyd C,
Gardner, Safe for Democracy (New York, 1984); Serh P. Tiliman,
Anglo-American Relations at the Paris Peace Conference (Princeton,
1961); and W. B. Fowler, British-American Relations (Princeton,
1969). The literature on U.S. involvernent in Latin America and
East Asia is particularly rich. On Mexico, see Friedrich Katz, The
Secret War in Mexico (Chicago, 1981), a study of U.5.-German civalry
in that country. The American expeditions to Santo Domingo and
Hairt are chronicled in David Healy, Gunboat Diplomacy in the Wilion
Era (Madison, 1976); and Hans Schmide, The U.S. Occupation of
Hast: (New Brunswick, N.J., 1971).

Regarding the wartime friction with Japan and Wilson's pro-
Chinese orientation, see Tien-i Li, Whodrow Wilson's China Policy
(New York, 1969); James Reed, The Missionary Mind and American
Eass Asian Policy (Cambridge, Mass., 1983); and Roy Watson Curry,
Woodrotr Wilson and Fay Eastern Policy (New York, 1959). There is
less work on the Middle East, but some useful data may be obtained
in John A. DelNova, American Interests and Policies in the Middle East
(Minneapolis, 1963); Laurence Evans, {Juited States Policy and the
Partition of Turkey (Baltimore, 196%); Danicl Yergin, The Prize (New
York, 1991); and Burton Kaufman, Efficiency and Expansion (West-
port, Conn., 1974). This last, in addition ro discussing the Ameri-
can pursuit of Middle Eastern oil fields, presents a fresh interpreta-
vion of Wilsonian foreign policy in terms of the movement in the
United Setates for government-business cooperation in the interest
of efficiency and maximization of overall national interests. This
theme, that the development of a framework for state-saciety coop-
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eracton steadily came to characrerize American national and inrer-
national affairs, is known as a “corporarist” interpretacion and has
informed such other important works as Michael J. Hogan, Informal
Entente (Columbia, Mo., 1977), and Emily Rosenberg, Spreading the
American Dream (New York, 1982). Both stress the initiatives raken
by the nation’s political and business leaders to reform domestic
institutions and decision-making mechanisms so as to realize the
efficient use of resources at home and the expansion of interests and
opportunities abroad. See alse Jerry Isracl, Progressiviom and the Open
Door (Pittsburgh, 1971), and Carl P. Parrini, Heir to Empire (Pitts-
burgh, 1969).

1921--1933

United States foreign telations afrer World War I used to be dis-
missed as lictle more than a story of isolation, a less than hororable
period in the nation’s history when it abdicated its responsibilicy in
the world arena. This view has been steadily undermined by schol-
arly publications since che 1960s, and today it is much more com-
mon among historians to stress continuities rather than discon-
tinuities between wartime diplomacy and the foreign affairs of the
1920s. For a good survey of this topic, the best place to start is
Warren 1. Cohen, Empire Without Tears (New York, 1987), a schol-
arly synthesis and a comprehensive survey. Further facrual details on
American-European relations, particularly on the thorny debt ques-
tion, are provided by Melvin Leffler, The Elusive Quest (Chapel Hill,
1979), and Frank Costigliola, Awkward Daminion (Ithaca, 1984). As
the titles of these books suggest, chere was something tentative
about American involvement in postwar European affairs, bur one
could argue that the United States was much more self-confident
and less hesitant in its relations with other parts of the globe.

A great deal has been written on postwar America’s role in stabi-
lizing Asian-Pacific affairs. The Washington Conference, the point
of departure, is well analyzed by Roger Dingman, Power in the Pacific
{Chicago, 1976). More critical assessments of the disarmament ini-
tiatives of the interwar period are offered by Robert E. Osgood,
Ideals and Self-Intevest in American Foreign Relations (Chicago, 1953),
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and~Betty Glad, Charles Evans Huphes and the Hlusions of Innecence
(Urbana, IIl., 1966). For the London Conference of 1930, see Ray-
mond O'Connor, Perilpus Eguilibriam (Lawrence, Kans., 1962). On
the response to the growth of Chinese nationalism and the emer-
gence of the Naticnalists as the new leaders in China, see Akira
Iciye, After Imperialivm (Cambridge, Mass., 1965); Dororthy Borg,
American Policy and the Chinere Revolution (New York, 1947); Paul A.
Varg, Muiisionaries, Chinese, and Diplomats (Princeton, 1958);, L.
Echan Eliis, Frank B. Kellogy and American Foreign Relations (New
Brunswick, N.J., 1961); and Russell D. Buhite, Nelson 1. Johnion
and American Policy Toward Chinz (East Lansing, Mich,, 1968), War-
ren . Cohen, The Chinese Connection (New York, 1978), is a study of
three Americans representing different backgrounds and inrerests in
China.

On Latin American relations, Bryce Wood, The Making of a Good
Neighbor Policy (New York, 1961), is still useful as a hisrory of the
redefinirion of the Monroe Doctrine in the 1920s, as is Alexander
DeConde, Herber: Hoover's Latin American Poslicy (Stanford, 1951).
Responses to Mexico's radical nationalism are given a masrerful
treatment tn Robert Freeman Smith, The (Mnited States and Revolution-
ary Nationalism in Mexico (Chicago, 1972). The continued interven-
tion in Nicaragua is discussed in William Kamman, A Search for
Stzbility (Notre Dame, Ind., 1968). On the overall commercial links
between Norch and South America, see Joseph Tulchin, Aftermath of
War (New York, 1971).

American relations with Bolshevik Russia are a story in them-
selves — or, one could say a nonstory in rhat there was no formal
diplomaric relationship between the two governments. But there
were commercial interactions and, besides, Americans of all political
persuastons were fascinated by the Sovietr experimment. These devel-
opments are described in such books as Willtam Appleman Wil-
liams, American-Rursian Relations (New York, 1952); Joan Hoft Wil-
son, ldeology and Ecomomics (Columbia, Mo., 1974); and Peter G.
Filene, Americans and the Soviet Experiment (Cambridge, Mass.,
1967).

There is much interesting work on public atritudes roward for-
eign affairs during the 1920s, Warren 1. Cohen, The American Revi-
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sionists (Chicago, [967), studies the controversy on the origins of
World War II; Peter Novick, That Noble Drearm (New York, 1988),
offers an infriguing account of the impact of that controversy on
historians; and Selig Adler, The Isolationisi lmpulie (New York,
1957), while more tradiricnal in interpretation, contains much vahu-
able informartion on American opinion in the interwar years. Robert
D. Schulzinger, The Wise Men of Foreign Affairs (New York, 1984),
tooks ar the Council of Foreign Relations, established in 1921 as an
elice organtzation to influence American foreign policy. The same
author's The Making of the Diplomatic Mind {(Middletown, Conn.,
1975) describes what may be rtermed the official ideology of
the period concerning international relations. The increasingly ac-
tive peace movement in postwar America is treated exrensively in
Charles Chatfield, For Peace and Justice (Knoxville, 1971). See also
Charles DeBenedetti, Origins of the Modern American Peace Movement
(Millwood, N.Y., 1978), and Robert H. Ferrell, Peace in Thetr Time
(New Haven, 1952). This larter focuses on the making of the
Kellogg-Briand Pact of 1928, Slightly different in characrer but
essential reading for understanding American artitndes in the inrer-
war years is John P. Diggins, Muscolini and Fascism: The Vietv from
America (Princeton, 1972). It not only shows how Americans re-
sponded to the rise of fascism in Italy but how they defined their
mental universes at a time of steady economic, political, and cultar-
al interpenetration among nations.

Economics was a cructal medium of American foreign relarions in
the 1920s, and its importance is reflected in such srandard works as
Herbere Feis, The Diplomacy of the Dollay (Baltimore, 1930); Joan
Hoft Wison, American Busmess and Forergn Policy (Boston, 1971);
and Joseph Brandes, Herbert Hovver and Ecomomic Diplomacy (Pitts-
burgh, 1962). The collapse of economic diplomacy that came with
the Depression is the subject of Ferrell, American Diplomacy in the
Great Depression (New Haven, 1957). For a penecrating discussion of
the structurai problems in the global economic system during the
1920s with ies heavy dependence on the United States, consult
Charles P. Kindleberger, The World in Depression (Berkeley, 1973).

Japan’s invasion of Manchuria, che first overe challenge to world
order during the Depression, has been a subject of numerous stud-
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ies, In the context of U.S.-Japanese relations, an excellent accounrt,
besides Ferrell's American Diplomacy, is Christopher Thorne, The Lim-
125 of Power (New York, 1973). See also Armin Rappaport, Henry L.
Stimion and Japan (Chicago, 1973); Gary Ostrower, Collective Insecari-
ty (Lewisburg, Pa., 1979); and Justus Doenecke, When the Wicked
Rise (Lewisburg, Pa., 1984). Rappaport’s book takes a harshly criti-
cal view of Stimson’s foreign policy, the others much less so. The
best study of Japan's decision for continental expansionism and its
implications for the United States is Michael Barnhare, Japan Pre-
pares for Tota! War (Ithaca, 1987).

19335-1939

The period between 1933, when Franklin ID. Roosevelt entered the
White House, and 1939, when World War II began in Europe, has
not heen as extensively studied by historians in the recene decades,
in part because rhey have tended to focus on the New Deal and ocher
domestic developments, and also because the nation’s foreign affairs
were much more circumscribed during those years than earlier. Srill,
many interesting works exist and help us explore how the United
States, going through an unprecedented economic crisis, coped with
serious worid problems ranging from Japan's aggressive war in China
o Nazi Germany’s repudiation of the Versailles peace settlement.

Lloyd C. Gardner, Economic Aspects of the New Deal Diplomacy
(Madison, 1964), examines the efforts of Secretary of Srate Cordell
Hull and ochers ro solve the acute economic crisis at home through
reestablishing an orderly system of mulrilateral trade. See also
Frederick C. Adams, Economiéc Diplomacy (Columbia, Mo., 1976). On
the impact of the Depression on American opinion, especially the
rise of extremism with obvious implications for foreign relarions, see
Alan Brinkley, Voices of Protest (New York, 1982), and Geoffrey S.
Smith, Tv Save a Nation (New York, 1973),

The isolationist bent of American public and congressional opin-
ion during much of the 1930s is an extremely important phenome-
non. We must realize, however, that it was filled with contradicrions.
One person’s isolationism could mean another’s interventionism.
The various shades of isolationist thought are lucidly analyzed
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by Manfred Jonas, fsolationism in America (Ithaca, 1966). On con-
gressional isolationists, the best study is Wayne S. Cole, Rovsevelt and
the Isolationists {Lincoln, Neb., 1983} Cole has devoted his career to
the study of isolationism and published many other important
works, including Gerald P. Nye and American Foreign Relations (Min-
neapolis, 1962) and Charles A. Lindbergh and the Battle Against Amer-
ican Intervention in Waorld War I (New York, 1974). The congressio-
nal enactment of neutrality laws is given authoritative treatment in
Robert A. Divine, The [flusion of Neutrality (Chicago, 1962} On the
persistence of pacifist opinion, see Lawrence 5. Wittner, Rebels
Against War (New York, 1969).

Despite America’s self-imposed isolation, ¢xternal events metci-
lessly intruded upon national consciousness and forced the policy-
makers to respond. President Roosevelt’s thinking, in which he had
ro weigh domestic opinion as well as the threat to world peace, 1s
carefully traced in Robert Dallek, Franklin D. Roosevelt and American
Foreign Policy (New York, 1979). Readers interested in Roosevelt’s
toreign policy should first turn to chis book and then supplement ic
with other studies of specific challenges and responses in various
parts of the world. For instance, on U.S. responses to various initia-
rives undertaken by Nazi Germany, the best account is found in
Arnold A. Oifiner, American Appeasement (Cambridge, Mass., 1967).
See also J. A. Compton, The Swastika and the Eagle (Boston, 1967).
On German propaganda activities in the Western Hemisphere, see
Alton Frye, Nazi Germany and the American Hemisphbere (New Haven,
1967). '

The uneasy state of U.S.-British relations in the 1930s is well
described i Offner’s book. The fascinating question of how, despite
such uncertainty, even profound mistrust at times between Wash-
ington and London, chere eventually emerged a cooperative frame-
work for dealing with German and Japanese aggression, is discussed
in two excellent books: James R. Leutze, Bargaining for Supremacy
(Chapel Hill, 1977), and David Reynolds, The Creation of the Anglo-
American Alliance (Chape]l Hill, 1981). See also Ritchie Ovendale,
“Appeasement” and the English Speaking World (Cardiff, 1975).
Concerning Fascist Italy, there 15, in addirnion to the previously noted
book by Diggins, Bryce Harris, The United Stater and the Itals-
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Ethiopian Crisis (Stanford, 1964). On the turmoil of 1931-9 and
American responses, among the most useful works are Douglas Lit-
tle, Malevolent Neutrality (Ithaca, 1985), and Richard Traina, Ameri-
can Diplomacy and the Spanish Civil War (Bloomingron, Ind., 1968).
On Latin American policy, in addition to che book by Frye, one
may consult E. D. Cronon, jesephus Daniels in Mexico (Madison,
1960); Irwin Gellman, Roosevelt and Batisia (Albuquerque, 1973); the
same author's Good Neighbor Diplomacy (Baltimore, 1979); and Joseph
Tuichin, Arpgenting and the United States (Boston, 1990). On the Asian
crisis, the best study remains Dorothy Borg, The United States and the
Far Eastern Crists of 1933— 1938 (Cambridge, Mass., 1964). The book
chronicles America’s failure to come to the aid of China until very late
in the 1930s. The same theme is treated from various angles in rwo
collections of scholasly essays: Dorothy Borg and Shumpei Okamoro,
Pearl Harbor as Histavy (New York, 1973), and Akira Iriye and Warren
I. Cohen, American, Chinese, and Japaneie Pevspectives an Wartime Asia
(Wilmingron, Del., 1990). These volumes are useful as they contain
contributions by Chinese and Japanese, as well as American, scholars.
James C. Thomson, While China Faced Wesr (Cambridge, Mass.,
1969), discusses America’s difficulries in assisting China because of
the Depression. The deciston to reverse the trend and co come to the
support of China during 1938—9 ts ably described in Michael Schal-
ler, The U.S. Crusade in China (New York, 1979). For 2 survey of Asian
international relations that led to the Pacific war, see Akira Iriye, The
Origing of the Second World War in Asia and the Pacific (London, 1987).
One American diplomat's heroic endeavor to preserve the peace with
Japan is detailed in Waldo Heinrichs, American Ambasiador (Boston,
1966), a biography of Joseph C. Grew. Sandra Taylor, Advecate of
Understanding (Kent, Ohio, 1984), offers a porcrait of a former mis-
sionary, Sidney Gulick, who struggled for the same end.
Although the Soviet Union would emerge as a key factor in U.S.
dealings with Japan as well as with Germany, there has been little
systematic study of U.S. reiarions with Moscow, probabily because
historians have not had time to digest the mass of archival docu-
ments that have been opened up in the former Soviet Union. Buc
Robert C. Tucker, Stalin in Power (New York, 1990), does make use
of these documents and gives a sinister porrrait of the Sovier dicta-

tor's opportunistic diplomacy. To understand the impact of the
Comintern’s ¢all in 1935 for the establishment of a global antifascisc
front, an event that held real significance for a large number of
American intellecruals, one may profitably turn to personal reminis-
cences such as Malcolm Cowley, The Dream of the Golden Mountains
{(Mew York, 1980).

1939—-1945

The best account of the coming of World War Il in Europe 1s D. C.
Watt, Hot: War Came (London, 1989). The way in which the United
States became steadily drawn into the European conflict during
1939—41 is chronicled in detail in William L. Langer and . Everett
Gleason, The Undeclared War (New York, 1993). On Roosevelt’s
growing readiness to support Britain by all means short of war, see,
besides the wotks by Dallek and Reynolds cited in che previous
section, james M. Burns, Reosevelt. The Soldier of Freedom (New York,
1970); Theodore A. Wilson, The Firvst Summiz (Boston, 1969); and
Warren F. Kimball, The Most Unsordid Act (Baltimore, 1969). This
last is an tmportant study of the making of the Lend-Lease Act. Its
applicarion to the Soviet Union after June 1941 is described in
Raymond H. Dawson, The Decision to Aid Russia (Chapel Hill,
1959), and George C. Herring, Aid 1o Russia (New York, 1973).
The American public’s increasing willingness to help the democra-
cies against Nazi Germany is documented in such works as Mark L.
Chadwin, Warbazwks (New York, [968); Walter Johnson, The Battle
Against Isolation (Chicago, 1944);, and James C. Schneider, Showld
America Go to War? (Chapel Hitl, 1989). On the less well known aid
to France, which also began around 1939, consult Julian Hurstfield,
America and the French Nativn (Chapel Hill, 1986).

There 1s an enormous amount of scholarly literacure on “the road
to Pearl Harbor.” The standard “orthodox” presentation is Herbert
Feis, The Road to Peari Harbor (Princeton, 1950), and the most
extreme “revisionist interpretacion - that the Roosevelr administra-
tion was engaged in a conspiracy to maneuver the Japanese into
firing the first shot so that che United States mighe enter the war in
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Europe through the Asian “back door™ — is in Charles C. Tansill,
Back Door 1o War (Chicago, 1952), and Charles A. Beard, President
Rovsevelt and the Coming of the War (New York, 1948). Most studies
reject the conspiracy theory but add many nuances to the story
climaxing in the Pearl Harbor attack. The role of the Axis pact in
the deteriorating 11.8.-Japanese relations is analyzed crirtically in
Paul W. Schroeder, The Axis Alliance and Japanese-American Relations
(Fthaca, 1958), and Saul Friedlander, Prelude to Downfalf (New York,
1967). The crucial petroleum question as a determining facror is
discussed in Irvine H. Anderson, The Standard Vacuum Oil Company
and United States East Asian Policy (Princeton, 1975). The story is
brought up to date in an excellent chapter in Yergin's The Prize (New
York, 1991). See alsc Jonathan G. Utley, Going to War with Japan
(Knoxville, 1985). The Washington “conversarions” of 1941, in
which the United States and Japan sought to avoid a final show-
down, are ably presented in Robert Butow, The Jobn Doe Arsociates
(Stanford, 1974). See also the same author’s Tojo and the Coming of the
War (Princeton, 1961). By far the best account of the U.S.-Japanese
crisis in the summer and fall of the year is Waldo Heinrichs, Thyesh-
old of War (New York, 1988). The book stresses Roosevelt’s concern
with preventing Soviet collapse as the main factor behind his get-
tough policy toward Japan.

Among the voluminous literacure on the Pearl Harbor attack, the
most detailed and reliable is Gordon W, Prange, At Daun We Siepr
(New York, 1981). See also the same author's Peer! Harbor: The
Verdict of Fiszory {(New York, 1986). The influentrial book by Roberta
Wohlstetter, Peari Harbor: Warning and Derision (Stanford, 1962),
argues thar it was the volume of the cable traffic that created confu-
sion in official Washington and made it impossible to communicare
relevant messages to the commanders in Hawaii in time to avert che
disaster,

Thousands of books have been written on American straregy and
diplomacy during World War I1. The best brief summary is Gaddis
Smith, American Diplomacy During the Second World War (New York,
1985). On overall strategy, see Maurice Matloff and Edwin M. Snell,
Strategic Planning for Coalition Warfare (Washingron, ID.C., 1953).
There are two excellenc studies of military preparedness and mobil-
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ization undertaken by the United States and other countries: Alan 8.
Milward, War, Economzy, and Society (Berkeley, 1977), and Paul Ken-
nedy, The Rise and Fall of the Great Powers (New York, 1987).

The Anglo-American alliance is best understood by reading the
letrees exchanged between the two wartime leaders, ably edited by
Warren F. Kimball: Churchill and Roosevelt (Princeton, 1984). On the
relationship among the big three, Herbert Feis, Churchill, Rovsevel?,
Stalin (Princeron, 1957), is scill useful, but it should be supple-
mented by Martin Sherwin, A Wordd Destroyed (New York, 1975), a
study of the development of nuclear weapons and of their implica-
tions for postrwar world affairs. Diana Clemens, Yaftz (New York,
1970), shows thar there was as much U.S.-Soviet agreement as
disagreement at the 1945 conference.

Because the latter part of the war was also the period of prepara-
tion for the defining of the postwar world, and because the postwar
world was to be characterized by the breakup of the wartime alliance
into two camps, many accounts of World War II are also, in effect,
descriptions of the origins of the Cold War. Among the most impor-
tant in tracing this cransition in Europe are William H. McNeill,
America, Britain, and Russia (London, 1953); John W. Gaddis, The
United States and the Origins of the Cold War (New York, 1972);
Daniel Yergin, The Shattered Peace (Boston, 1977); Vojtech Mastny,
Russia’s Road to the Cold War (New York, 1979); and Lynn E. Davis,
The Cold War Begins (Princeton, 1974). Hugh DeSantis, The Diplo-
macy of Séilence (Chicago, 1980), is unique in its focus on Stare De-
partment officials’ changing perceptions of the Soviet Union. Also
see, in this connection, Ralph Levering, American Opinion and the
Ruistan Alliance (Chapel Hill, 1976).

On the Pacific theater of the war, Christopher Thorne, Allies of a
Kind (New York, 1978), offers a fascimating account of Anglo-
American cooperation as well as differences over such marters as the
future of China and of the British Empire. Akira Iriye, Power and
Culture (Cambridge, Mass_, 1981), suggests areas of convergence in
official American and Japanese wartime thinking. On China’s role in
the war, see Barbara Tuchman, Stifwell and the American Experience in
China (New York, 1971). The subtle ways in which the Asian war
developed into an Asian Cold War is treated in such works as Her-
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bere Feis, Dilesmma in China (Hamden, Con., 1980); Russell Buhite,
Patrick J. Hurley and American Relations with China (Ithaca, 1973);
Kenneth Shewmaker, Americans and Chinese Communists (Ithaca,
1971); Marc Gallicchio, The Cold War Beginr in Asiza (New York,
1988); Tang Tsou, Americe’s Failure in China (Chicago, 1963); Akira
Iviye, The Cold War in Asta (New York, 1974), and the essays
contained in Yonosuke Nagai and Akira Iviye, The Origins of the Cold
War in Asia (Tokyo, 1977). Frank Ninkovich, Tée Diplomacy of {deas
(New York, 1981), offers interesting observations on wartime Amer-
ican cultural diplomacy in China and elsewhere.

Because of the global character of the war, no part of the world
escaped American attention and influence. Some flavor of the way in
which the nation’s military presence became intertwined with the
destiny of people everywhere may be gathered by reading such books
as Gary Hess, America Encounters India (Baltimore, 197 1); Martin W.
Wilmingron, The Middie East Supply Centre (Albany, 1971); Arthur
L. Funk, The Politics of TORCH (Lawrence, Kans., 1974), a study of
the occupation of North Africa; and Donald M. Dozer, Are We Good
Neighbors? (Gainesville, Fla., 1959), which recounts the activities of
American airmen in Brazil and other countries.

What did World War Il mean to the American people? The
question has been examined from various angles. Paul Fussell, Wir-
time (New York, 1989), looks at the war from the common soldier’s
perspective. John Dower, War Withent Mercy (New York, 1986),
examines wartime stereotypes of the Japanese enemy. Robert A.
Divine, Second Chance (New York, 1971}, is an excellent study of the
“new internacionalism.” American politics and society during the
war are described in John Morton Blum, V Was fer Victory {(New
Yotk, 1976); Richard Polenberg, War and Seciety (Philadelphia,
1972); Richard Darilek, A Loya! Opposition in Time of War (Westport,
Conn., 1976); and Martin Melosi, The Shadow of Peari Harbor (Col-
lege Station, Tex., 1977),

On planning for the enemy’s surrender and occupation by the
allies, Harley Notrter, Postwar Foreign Policy Preparation (Washington,
D.C., 1949), provides essential raw marerial from the minutes of
numerous Srate Department meetings. Regarding the treatment of
defeated Germany, see Tony Sharp, The Wartime Alliance and the
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Zonal Division of Germany (Oxford, 1973). On Japan, Frederick
Dunn, Peaztemaking and the Settlement with Japan (Princeton, 1963), is
useful, The best study of the imporcant Bretton Woods Conference
is Richard M. Gardner, Steriing-Doliar Diplomacy (New York, 1980).
